C. Activity

1. Divide the class into groups of 2-4 students.

2. Give each group a complete set of word cards (one group of blends
and one group of word parts) divided into two stacks.

3. Instruct students to turn one card over from each stack. Tell
students that if the two parts together make a word, the student
reads the word aloud and gets to keep it. If the parts do not make
a word, the cards go to the bottom of the piles.

4. Have the students shuffle each stack periodically as they play.
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D. Close the Activity
After students have had a chance to play the game, discuss with
them what blends they found on their word cards, reinforcing
their pronunciation.
